EVERETT CRANE MOVE

THE PROJECT:

Foss Maritime transported two gantry cranes from the Port of Los Angeles to the Port of
Everett, for use at the Port’s South Terminal. Each crane weighed 2.4 million pounds and
measured 360 feet long by 120 feet wide. The powerful ocean tug Michele Foss towed the
giant cranes aboard a Foss barge on the two-week, 1,777 nautical-mile journey.
